The Capital Area Food Bank is the largest public, nonprofit food and nutrition education resource in the Washington metro area.  This year, the CAFB is distributing 30 million pounds of food, including 15 million pounds of fresh produce,  through more than 700  partner agencies, including food pantries, day care and recreation centers, senior centers, faith-based organizations, homeless shelters and soup kitchens.
